SUDAN: WFP's 2008 food aid requirements (95,000 MT) for South
Sudan transit Kenya via the Mombasa corridor (red and purple routes).
USAID will provide 50 percent of that amount. Current in-country food
stocks are sufficient for short term needs.  Continued disruption of
commercial trucking might impact the transshipment of 27,340 MT
arriving in Mombasa from February through mid-April 2008.  The
Kenyan unrest has no impact upon Darfur’s food commodities which
are discharged in Port Sudan, Sudan.
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Internal displacement: According to
FEWSNET/Kenya, the estimated number of
IDPs decreased from 257,000 established a
week ago to a Jan. 14 estimate of 118,000.
In addition, 5,400 Kenyans have fled into
Uganda.
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Kenya Crisis: Impact on Regional Food Aid
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SOMALIA: The current Kenyan unrest has had
little impact on humanitarian assistance
deliveries.  Contingency planning is underway.

UGANDA: Total WFP Emergency and Development
food aid need for 2008 is 250,000 MT. In FY07,
USAID provided 86,170 MT of emergency food aid
to WFP and PVOs, all of it transiting Kenya via the
Mombasa corridor (blue and purple routes).

KENYA: Internal displacement and disruption of
the maize harvest has resulted in severe
localized food shortages in Rift Valley, Western,
Nyanza, and Nairobi provinces.

RWANDA and BURUNDI: All food aid
transits Tanzania via the Dar es Salaam
Corridor.  The Kenyan unrest is unlikely
to impact food aid, unless Mombasa
bound food shipments begin to be
chanelled via Dar es Salaam.
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Election violence has caused a slowdown of
regional aid and fuel deliveries and armed
escorts were required for land transport between
December 30 and January 7.  Violence has
subsided in recent days and police escorts are
no longer required for humanitarian convoys but
transport along the Mombasa corridor is still
vulnerable due to the continued risk of unrest.

DEMOCRATIC REPUBLIC OF THE CONGO
(DROC): In CY08, WFP's Protracted Relief and
Recovery Operation (PRRO) appeal is for 89,190
MT. In CY07, 64 percent (22,410 MT) of USAID
commodities were provided for eastern DROC
transiting Kenya via the Mombasa corridor (blue and
purple routes). 3,310 MT of USAID food are
scheduled to arrive in January/February 2008 and
will transit Kenya using the Mombasa corridor.
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
