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An estimated 500 families �ed to neighboring 
Peshawar and Charsadda districts.

The Pakistan security forces launched a 
counterinsurgency operation in Mohmand Agency 
in late January, leading to the displacement of 
civilian populations.  The FATA Disaster 
Management Authority (FDMA) established two 
camps with the assistance of local NGOs and 
UNHCR.  This is the �rst time displacement camps 
have been established within the FATA.

As of Feb. 14, some 5,100 families 
(30,000-40,000 individuals - family size 
estimates vary) have registered in the two 
displacement camps in Mohmand.  Numbers 
continue to rise, although daily registrations 
are slowing.  Displacement is expected to last 
through spring.

The FDMA reports that the quality and quantity 
of ready-to-eat foods, warm clothing, waste 
disposal, and clean water need to improve to 
ensure the health and safety of IDPs living in 
the two camps.
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
