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Yemen:  Sa'dah Crisis Continues
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UNHCR begins cross-border 
aid convoys from Saudi 
Arabia on October 11.  
Previously delayed due to 
security concerns, the �rst 
convoy brought non-food 
relief supplies to 2,000 IDPs 
located in northern Sa’dah 
governorate.

UNHCR reports in mid-October that 200 
individuals arrive daily to Al-Muzruk 
Camp, which holds over 6,000 IDPs.  
Local Yemeni o�cials have begun 
constructing a new camp 3.1 mi (5 km) 
from original camp.  The camp lies in a 
harsh area vulnerable to daily 
sandstorms and temperatures often 
reaching 105°F (40°C).

Construction of Khaywan Camp was recently 
completed.  The government is encouraging 
IDPs to seek refuge there despite UNHCR 
calls to halt further settlement due to recent 
violence in the immediate camp vicinity.

Food prices in Sa'dah city are rising 
steadily as shops are running out of 
goods.  Electricity is only available for six 
hours daily, while water is available only 
twice per week.  ICRC has assisted nearly 
10,000 people displaced in the city and 
in three IDP camps near the city.
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As of Oct. 20, only $4.57m (19%) had been contributed to the appeal
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
