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The Galguduud region in 
central Somalia is a strong-
hold of Ahlu Sunna wal Jama 
(ASWJ).  Fighting between 
al-Shabaab, Hisb al-Islam, 
and ASWJ escalated over 
control of the Galguduud 
region:  al-Shabaab recently 
took control of Galcad and 
Masagaweyn; and Hisb 
al-Islam took control of 
Xarardheere, a pirate haven 
town. 

Ceel Berde:  The region frequently 
changes control between Transi-
tional Federal Government (TFG) 
troops and al-Shabaab, and is 
currently under the control of 
Ethiopian and TFG troops.    

WFP has relied heavily on food distribution 
through Berbera port in Somaliland since 
the beginning of Janurary 2010, after 
operations were suspended from the 
southern regions amid insecurity.  Pirates 
and rival clans are attacking WFP convoys 
en route through Puntland.  

Dhooble:  Al-Shabaab and Hisb al-Islam, 
frequently fight each other for control of 
the town.  The area is currently under the 
control of al-Shabaab.
